As you will no doubt have heard, we have recewg@iedge of substantial funding towards
the repair and upgrade of the Railway. AdvantagstWlidlands will be offering a grant of
£750,000, whilst the ERDF may also be able to gahtip to £750,000 as match funding
towards the reparation. Of this £1.5m total, £280,is earmarked for an additional
development project at Highley Station. In effédt,25m is available for the Railway’s
repair and betterment, which is, of course, exnelhews.

As you can imagine, after more survey work of daedbgreas has been carried out and
solutions proposed for the big slips such as Highdad better drainage incorporated into the
plans, the cost of the repair and necessary impneugs will rise. We are currently
estimating the true cost to be in excess of £2renkwvith insurance and the magnificent total
reached by the appeal, as of yesterday),Jldy, £138,700, we are still not quite there.

There remains a shortfall, and the Flood DamagesAbis still vitally important; so please
keep this in mind when asked by passengers or ftelonors about our current financial
situation. We are getting closer to completingfthancial package.

Thank you for all your help and assistance soffdr,gplease continue to support the Railway
in whatever way you are able.
